Thanks to Pam Fite, our efforts to partner with Freedom’s Rest Domestic Violence Center have begun! We have a person presenting educational opportunities each week on a rotating basis on such issues as personal finances, legal issues, and consumer savvy. Included in the rotation is haircut night. Along with the presenters, two of our folks are providing child care each evening so the ladies can actually pay attention to the presentation! It’s great to be involved in helping folks in hands on kinds of ways. We can still use some help with the babysitting. If you can be available for about an hour and a half on a Thursday evening every couple of months, please let Pam know! 

We’ve recently had two folks, June Teske and Billy Thomas, who felt called to attend beginning and advanced lay-speaking courses. They have begun to use these skills as they present the message each month at the worship service at Riverview Assisted Living and in our own worship service.

There is discussion about becoming the distribution center for Angel Food ministries. The only local distribution center in the Ozark/Nixa area is discontinuing in June. There is need in our area, and the timing is right for us to begin this, if we can identify a trailer and enough help for distribution on the third Saturday of the month for a few hours. June Teske, Terry, and I attended the distribution at Remington’s and the Ozark VFW in May, and we came away eager at the prospect of being involved in this vital ministry. If you know of a trailer or can help with this ministry, please let June Teske know.

A Boy Scout Troop has approached us about being its sponsoring church. This is a troop of about 35 boys who would meet weekly at the church. The scout leaders have met with the Trustees, and it seemed like our church would be a good fit for their purposes. For this to work, however, the leaders stressed that church involvement was required. At a minimum, they would like a church liaison to be present at their monthly council meetings. If you have a background in scouting or would like to assist a troop to get established in our church, please let the church office know.

Planning began last week for our “Day Apart” in September. I mentioned in last month’s newsletter that we are planning this special day of spiritual growth and renewal. Sabrina Inman, Amy Fite, and I met with Rev. Mary Ann Morris who will be leading the event. We, too, came away from this planning session excited at what promises to be an energizing and deeply spiritual event.

Lots of good stuff going on! Lots of ways to be involved. God is calling each of us to be involved in building his kingdom; to be the hands, feet, and voice of Jesus in his ministry of healing and love. In what ways is God calling you to serve? 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Missouri United Methodist Annual Conference


Our Annual Conference begins at 10:30 a.m. Friday, June 3 at the Springfield Expo Center and runs through noon Monday, June 6. All clergy and lay representatives from each church in Missouri attend to conduct the business of our conference. The lay member from Cassidy UMC is Nell Peevy. Everyone is welcome to attend. 
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Evangelism Update: Guesterizing
In 2010, the Evangelism team began discussions on how to better guesterize our church: make our church more attractive, hospitable, and guest-friendly. They included several items in the 2011 budget to help accomplish this goal.

One was the new guest parking sign, which replaced the old dilapidated and rusty visitor parking signs that used to be on the east side. The new sign moves guest parking as close to the front door as possible.

Additionally, the church lobby was recently painted (thanks Ginny!) and new oak furniture has been purchased to replace the assortment of small wood tables and folding tables currently being used.

Reaching Out: Domestic Violence Center

We are continuing to develop our partnership with the Domestic Violence Center. Information about ministry opportunities and items needed are posted on the bulletin board in Fellowship Hall. If you want to help in any way, pleases contact Pam or Terry.
Angel Food Ministries Update
We are continuing to seriously consider taking on this bulk food program. The timing is critical since the only outlet in the Ozark/Nixa area (Ozark VFW) will no longer be providing the service after June. The VFW folks have offered to assist us for the first couple of months and to loan us their trailer for July.  However, there will be an on-going need for an enclosed transportation (in case of rain) to pick up the orders at Remington’s each month. If you have a trailer, pickup with camper shell, or panel truck/van that could be used one morning a month, please contact June Teske or the church office. Also, a few folks are needed to load/unload.  Distribution is on the third Saturday of each month: pick-up at Remington’s between 7-8 a.m., pick-up at church from 8:30-10 a.m. Let June or the church office know if you can help.
Our Faithful Giving
We had a wonderful outpouring of support for the Joplin disaster. A total of $1,300 was contributed on May 29. In addition, we collected $100 for the Annual Conference bring-it-forward offerings. Thank you for your generous giving. Donations for Joplin recovery may continue to be made at any time.
Relay for Life
The Relay for Life of Christian County will have its annual relay event on June 10/11 at the Ozark Junior High Track, from 7 p.m. to 7 a.m.

Sanctuary Projector and Screen
The Administrative Council has approved the recommendation to provide a projector, screen, and supporting equipment in the sanctuary. Last year, we applied for a grant through the United Methodist Foundation to purchase and install the necessary equipment. We received notice of partial approval. Total project cost is estimated to be $13,000. The grant was approved in the amount of $3,000, if remaining funds were raised by December 1, 2011.
The intent is not continual usage of the screen during our current traditional worship service. It can be used occasionally at times to enhance the service with illustrations and short clips. It will also allow future expansion into a second, contemporary worship service. Additionally, the screen will be available for use at times other than worship (VBS, memorial service, movie night, etc.)
The Finance Committee has recommended that we ask for donations from the congregation to support purchase and installation of the screen and equipment (similar to our recent canopy project).

Our Safe Sanctuary Program, a mandated program of the United Methodist Church, protects children, youth, and adult care-givers. A basic requirement of the program is that 2 unrelated adults must be present with children. We so appreciate all who are helping to assist with the nursery and children’s church on a rotating basis! All staff and volunteers who help with children and youth in any manner are to be trained on program procedures and updated annually. We are providing initial and refresher training after our next Fellowship Dinner on June 19. Training only takes about 15 minutes. All those who with work with children or youth - or have an interest in doing so - either at our church or at the Domestic Violence Center - are encouraged to attend.
