2011 School of Lay Ministry
 

The 2011 School of Lay Ministry will take place from July 22-24 at Central Methodist University in Fayette. The school this year is entitled: "Lay Speakers Lead Laity on the Pathway to Discipleship."  The goal is to equip laity to help congregations develop a visible, intentional pathway to discipleship. The text for the weekend is Simple Church by Rainer and Geiger. The course will use Missouri Conference speakers and resources as well as those from Church of the Resurrection (Kansas), Ginghamsburg (Ohio) and others. Early bird registration ends July 8th ($10 late fee after that date). Final registration deadline is July 13th. There are four options for registration packages:

1) Basic registration, no room or meals ($45);

2) Basic and commuter, four meal package ($65);

3) Basic and shared room, four meal package and two nights lodging ($120);

4) Basic and private room, four meal package and two nights lodging. ($140)

If interested, contact Pastor Gary or the church office for registration information.

Sanctuary Projector and Screen
The Administrative Council has approved the recommendation to provide a projector, screen, and supporting equipment in the sanctuary. Last year, we applied for a grant through the United Methodist Foundation to purchase and install the necessary equipment. We received notice of partial approval. Total project cost is estimated to be $13,000. The grant was approved in the amount of $3,000, if remaining funds were raised by December 1, 2011.
The screen will not be used continually during our current traditional worship service (or even every service!). It can be used occasionally at times to enhance the service with illustrations and short clips. It will also allow future expansion into a second, contemporary worship service. Additionally, the screen will be available for use at times other than worship (VBS, memorial service, movie night, etc.).
This is not an issue of personal preference. If we are to stay vital as a church, we need to grow, and to grow in today’s world requires meeting people where they are. Video technology is a part of today’s culture, just as churches have added, electricity, air conditioning, and amplified sound and recorded music through the years.

The Finance Committee has recommended that we ask for donations from the congregation to support purchase and installation of the screen and equipment (similar to our recent canopy project). If you would like to support the future of our church through the installation of video technology, please mark your check or envelope, “screen project.”
