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Sermon Series
Congregation’s Choice – Last Sunday, we began addressing several of the questions submitted by the congregation. 

· One question was: who created God? Last Sunday, we said the short answer is that God is eternal, without beginning or end, and we considered God’s awesome creation. Over the next two Sundays, we will further discuss God’s nature and God’s relationship with us.

· Another question was: Why get married? In this day and age with high divorce rates, the marriage covenant has lost meaning to many. Is marriage still relevant today?

· The third question we’ll look at: How to know and even love a Muslim? What is the Christian response to those of other faiths?

Plan on joining us as we consider these interesting issues. Note that UMW Sunday is September 19.
Adult Studies
On September 12, we will begin two new adult studies on Sunday morning at 9:30 am:

· Bob Haswell will lead: Prophets and Prophesies – Beginning with God’s covenant with Abraham, the class will look at how the rest of the Bible shows how God has, is, and will fulfill His promises made to Abraham. By studying the prophesies that have already been fulfilled, faith is gained to not only believe, but trust in one’s heart that unfulfilled prophesies will happen. The study is not a focus on dire warnings but on the glorious promises for those who do obey God’s Word.  The study will finish by 12/12/10.
· Terry Langley will lead a study on the book: Same Kind of Different as Me, which compares one man's experience with 20th-century "slavery" and homelessness in the United States with another's portrayal of his own complacency and wealth. From a burning plantation hut in Louisiana to an upscale New York art gallery, you will see the heart of God in this unexpected tale of the transforming power of love and friendship. It is an inspirational true story that crosses the barriers of society. 

Disciple Bible Study - This fall, Victoria Grasmick will be leading Disciple Bible I, a 34-week study covering about 80% of the Old and New Testament. Classes will be held on Sunday evenings, beginning on September 12 and lasting until May. Talk to anyone who has participated in this study: Disciple Bible provides an outstanding opportunity to grow in your understanding of God’s continued interaction with his people and your relationship to God as a disciple.
