Least of These – Please continue to bring food for those in need. This year, rather than specify specific items, the Missions Team encourages folks to watch for sales of staples and canned good to get the most for your purchase. Also, throughout the year we will be providing information about specific food requests from the food pantry.
Confirmation - Confirmation is the preparatory process for bringing baptized youth to the decision of joining the church. Confirmation classes for youth in sixth grade and above will be held weekly on Sundays for 18 weeks starting on Sunday, January 9 and ending on Sunday, May 15 (not including Easter week). Please let Pastor Gary know if you have a child who will participate.

Nursery News - Wow are we growing! The nursery is getting busier with babies.  In order to provide proper care for children in the nursery, an age limit of 4 and under is a must. Older children are more active and prevent the care and attention needed for babies and toddlers.  Also, to prevent the spread of illness, children should not be brought to the nursery if they are sick.  This means no fever for 24 hours without medication, and no vomiting or diarrhea.

We now have another need: to provide children from the age of 5 to 7 a structured time, such as Children’s Church during the regular worship service after Children’s Time. To provide this service, however, volunteers are needed.  If you could help in leading or assisting in this area, please contact the church office.

January Sermon Series - Our sermon series for the New Year will be “Christianity and World Religions,” a study by pastor and author Adam Hamilton designed to address such questions as: Why are there so many different religions?
