Lenten Sermon Series: Prayer – During the Lenten season, we will be addressing such questions as: Is God listening? Does prayer really help? Why do so many prayers go unanswered? Why doesn’t God do something? How can we make prayer more satisfying? Plan to join us for this series beginning March 13.





Lenten Study – On the six Tuesdays of Lent, beginning March 16 through April 19, Dr. Joe Humphrey will lead our Lenten Study, “The Desert Will Blossom,” at 1 p.m. and again at 7 p.m. This study recalls that many episodes of the biblical story occur in the desert: that uncertain, unsafe place where people feel lonely and afraid. But the desert is not just some area in the Middle East. The desert is a state of existence. It appears time and again in every life. Come join us and find that biblical faith is born in the desert, as we seek to answer the questions the desert forces upon us, and as we look at the way Jesus answered them: how do we seek God’s presence when he seems nowhere to be found? Do we isolate ourselves from God? Will the desert bloom? Where is hope to be found?
