These encounters seem to make her happy, even after they are over. Stan has requested that whenever someone is in the neighborhood of the Gardens Memory Care (Sunset and Fort – southeast of Kansas and Battlefield in Springfield) that they stop in for just a few minutes to say hi to Jackie. Although she may not know the visitor, she usually likes having her hand held and to look at smiling, laughing faces. Also, two people sitting close to her and visiting often perks her up. 

Phone Cards – The Mission Team has recommended that we support the men and women of our Armed Forces, who are serving in harm’s way, by providing “Phone Cards for the Military.” Each card provides 120 minutes of calling time for just $5, enabling them to stay in touch with loved ones back home without imposing financial hardship on themselves or their families. The United Methodist Endorsing Agency of the General Board of Higher Education and Ministry collects the money, buys the cards, and sends the cards directly to United Methodist chaplains serving in areas of conflict.
