In the face of natural disasters, violence, or poverty, these kits can mean the difference between sickness and health for family members.

· 1 metal nail clipper (no metal fils or emery boards)

· 1 bar of soap (bath size in wrapper)

· 1 toothbrush (in original packaging)

· 6 Band-Aids

Seal all items in a one-gallon plastic bag with zipper closure. Toothpaste will be added later by Church World Service.

Layette - $39 value
Layettes provide gentle warmth for infants and basic tools for young mothers struggling with poverty or the consequences of natural disaster.

· 6 cloth diapers

· 2 t-shirts or undershirts (no onesies)

· 2 washcloths

· 2 gowns or sleepers

· 2 diaper pins

· 1 sweater or sweatshirt

· 2 receiving blankets (1 can be a knitted blanket)

All items should be new. Bundle items inside one receiving blanket and secure with diaper pins.

New Church Canopy - The Administrative Council voted to approve recommendations from the Trustees and Finance Committee to construct a new canopy on the north side of the church at the central north entrance (by the restrooms). The new canopy will match in appearance the canopy on the south side, but with smooth columns instead of brick (there is no brick on the north side of the building). It will not be a drive-through canopy, but will cover a new handicap accessible ramp. The canopy budget is $8,500. The Finance Committee recommended taking a special offering to fund the canopy, with any remaining needed funds to be added to the building loan (currently at about $31,000). At this time donations total $1155.00.  If you would like to participate in this special offering, mark your check or donation: Canopy.

Youth Mission Project - The CREW’s mission project this year is to raise $1500 to purchase animals through Heifer International for families in Africa. Fund raising includes the following:

· Helping the congregation with household chores. For a reasonable donation, you can hire a team of one adult and one youth to come help at your home, doing such chores as yard work or helping to clean out the garage.
