Adult Studies - On September 13, we will begin two new 12-week adult studies on Sunday morning at 9:30 am:

- Dr. Joe Humphrey will lead: And He Had Compassion: A Study in the Healing Miracles of Jesus – The aim of this class is two-fold. First, to explain the miracles, not explain them away, so that we can appropriate the wonder working power of Jesus Christ himself. The second aim is to present Jesus not as someone who did things, but as one who does things. The greatest danger in Christianity is to think of Jesus as someone to be remembered. He is instead someone to be experienced and met. The object of this class is to enable people to see the power of the risen Christ in action. 

- Bob Haswell will lead: What Does God Want From Me/What does God Have For Me? - The class will address 4 questions that every Christian needs to fully understand in order to know - not only in their mind, but feel in their heart - what God wants from them, and how He is going to give them abundant lives. They are: Why did God create man? What is the image of God that all men are created in? Why did God create hell? How do we understand the nature of the man Jesus and how is he both fully man and fully God?

Disciple Bible Study (starting in September)

- We are again offering Disciple 1: a 34-week overview of the Bible. Beginning with Genesis and continuing through Revelation, participants will read approximately 80% of the Bible during this life-changing study. 

- We are also offering Disciple 2 this year: a 32-week in-depth study of Genesis, Exodus, Luke and Acts. Disciple 1 is a prerequisite.

- Sign-up sheets are for both classes are in Fellowship Hall. A minimum of 8 students is required in each class.
