Financial Stewardship
 

This year our church will again focus on financial stewardship during the first part of November. All that we have is a gift from God, and stewardship is about wisely managing the resources God has given us: our time, our finances, our talents, etc. As Christians, we know we have a need to give back to God, but rather than an obligation, our giving should be done joyfully, returning to God out of gratitude a portion of the gifts God has bestowed upon us.  

The biblical standard for financial giving to God is the tithe or 10% of income. We are again encouraging members of our congregation to grow toward the goal of tithing as part of your spiritual discipline by giving at least 1% more than the previous year or increasing regular donations by an amount of your own choosing.

We are asking each one of us to prayerfully consider what percentage of our income God is calling us to give. Commitments for 2010 will be made anonymously on Stewardship Sunday, November 15. These commitments provide two benefits: first and foremost, it gives us an opportunity to pray about what God is calling each of us to give and to covenant with God to do so; secondly, it helps our church in its budgeting process to be able to project the giving amount for next year.

We pray that every member and regular attendee will participate this year as we grow together in our faithfulness towards God.
